Health Promotion plays a critical role in shaping healthy policies. environments. behaviours
and lifestyles. through compiex processes of change within health and overall develop nent.

The WHO Constitution and multiple WHA and EB Resolutions in support of Health
Promotion, the Alma Ata Declaration on Primary Health Care (1978). the Ouawa Charter for Health
Promotion (1986). along with the outcomes of the series of WHO Global Conferences on Health
Promotion, held in Ottawa (1986). Adelaide (1988), Sundsvall (1991), Jakaria (1997). and Mexico
(2000), provided guidance and inspiration for global and national health promotion cction. More
recently, Resolution EB113.R2 on ""Health Promotion and Healthy Lifestyles" acopted by the
Executive Board at its 1137 Session (January 2004) requests WHO "to give health promotion highest
priority”, especially for ensuring that Member States develop their capacity for building/strengthening
sustainable and effective health promotion programmes at all levels.

Todav. many changes and new challenges face the world, ranging fror the emergence of the
double burden of communicable and noncommunicable diseases worldwide, the irapact of new
epidemics and the increasing influence of lifestyles and local cultures on health status, the need for
adaptation of health systems, population dynamics and demographic changes, the degradation of
environments, poverty issues, increased urbanizarion. globalization of markets, the ccmmunications
revoiution. and the ethical considerations linkad to gender, as well as to discrimination,

The 6® Global Conference on Health Promotion (6GCHP) will be a unique opportunity to mest
many of the globa! challenges which influence health, and to harness political cormitment in
providing leadership and direction for health promotion at all levels around tre world. To that end.
the World Health Organization and the Ministry of Public Health, Thaiiand. will jointly organize the
6" Global Conference on Health Promotion in Bangkok. on 7-12 August 2005. The Mirdstry of Public
Healtk. Thailand. will host this Conference.

The World Health Organization agrees to nominate the Organizaticn's Assistant Director-
General responsible for health promotion. and the Ministry of Public Healra. Thailand. agrees
nominate the Permanent Secretarv for Public Health of the Miaistry of Public Health. Thailand. as co-
chairs of the Conference Organizing Committee (COC). and authorizs them to make necessary
decisions in facilitating the conference.

In agreeing to jointly organize the 5" Global Conference on Health Promotion, the World
Health Organization and the Minisiry of Public Health, Thailand, join forces with all concerned
national and international parties to strengthen the globai health promotion movement, and to provide
the necessary support, direction and political leadership for the sustained ancl adapted development
of health promotion worldwide.
