OF THE SECOND MEETING OF THE JOINT COMMITTEE
ON TRADE, INVESTMENT AND ECONOMIC COOPERATION
between
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND
and
THE GOVERNMENT OF THE PEOPLE’S REPUBLIC OF CHINA
22 September 2005
Chiang Mai, Thailand

The Second Meeting of the Joint Comemittee on Trade, Investment and
Economic Cooperation between the Govetnment of the Kingdom of Thailand and the
Government of the People’s Republic of China (heteinafter referred to as “The Joint
Cormntnittee™) was held on 22 September 2005 in Chiang Mai, Thailand.

The Meeting was co-chaited by H.E. Dr. Somkid Jatusripitak, Deputy Prime
Minister of the Kingdom of Thailand and H.E. Madam Wu Yi, Vice-Premier of the
State Council of the People’s Republic of China. The lists of members of the Thai

Delegation and the Chinese Delegation are attached as Annexes I and 1 respectively.

Recognizing the potential which exists in bilateral trade, investment, and
cconomic cooperation, the leaders of the two delegations deemed it necessaty for China
and Thailand to build 2 Strategic Fconomic Partnership under the Framework of Sino-
Thai Strategic Cooperative Action Plan. They instructed their high-ranking officials to
start consuitations on a Roadmap for Sino-TH# Strategic Economic Partnership as soon

as possible. A draft outline of the Roadmap is atiached as Annex I11.

Both sides discussed cooperation on various issues listed below and reached the

following conclusions:
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Trade
® Trade Target
The two sides reviewed the growing bilateral trade in recent years and
agreed to exert maximum efforts to raise the trade target for 2010 from US$30 billion
to US$50 billion.  In order to achieve this target, the government of both sides will
encourage and promote increased business sector activities of both sides through joint
business ventutes.

¢ New Thai Commercial Offices

The Thai side informed the Chinese side that it planned to set up new
commercial offices in Dalian and Xiamen and representative offices in 10 other
Chinese cities. The Chinese side stated that the setting up of commetcial offices
affiliated to diplomatic organizations in Dalian and Xiaman would be discussed
between the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the two countries. The Chinese side agreed

to facilitate the setting up of Thai commercial representative offices in other cities.

e Intellectual Property Cooperation

Both Parties were satisfied with the long-term cooperation on
trademark and agreed that, with the growth of trade relation between the two
countries, it was necessary to further strengthen the co-operation, which included
1) the exchange of informaton on trademark registration, enforcement and
legislation; 2) the acceleration of the process of trademark registration;
3) trademark enforcement to resolve the infringement case of the other country’s
trademark according to the national law; and 4) protection of geographical
indications.

China indicated that it would also support the registration of the

Trade Facilitation

e Thailand’s trade distribution centres

Thailand proposed to undertake joint effort in setting up distdbution
centres between enterprises of the two countries for the promation of Thai products in
10 Chinese cities. ‘The Chinese side agreed to facilitate the establishment of those

distribution centres in accordance with rules and regulations of China.




[( In this respect, both sides agreed to identify potential business
partners of the two countries so that they can develop business partnerships that

will result in joint venture arrangements.

® Trade promotion at provincial level
To realize the potential trade benefits of the ASEAN-China FTA,
Thailand emphasized the importance of closer working relations between Chinese local
provinces and the Ministty of Commerce of Thailand to seek approptiate actions aimed
at promoting market opportunities, particulatly in the apricultural sector.
In this regard, the Chinese side agreed to encourage such
cooperation within the framework of the Joint Cornmittee.
¢ Improvement of trade logistics
Both sides agreed to jointly wotk on the facilitation of trade flows
such as Fast Lane and One Stop Single Inspection Services for agricultural products of

the two countries.

Project Cooperation
The two sides agreed to apply the barter trade mechanism on a G-to-G

basis for the exchange of certain products, particularly Thai agricultural commodities
such as rice, longans, rubber, and tapioca products, with goods and services from China.
The terms, conditons and proportions of the barter trade will be discussed and
agreed upon between relevant Chinese companies and Thai agencies in accordance
with laws and regulations of the two countries. Such cooperative arrangements must
be balanced, mutually beneficial to both sides and conducted in good faith. Potential
projects which will initially be considered would include the followings:

® Mass Rapid Transit — between CITIC Group of China and the
Ministry of Transport of Thailand

e Chiang Mai Cigarette Factoty — between China Yunnan Corporation
for International Techno-Economic Cooperation (CYC) of China and the Tobacco
Monopoly of Thailand.  The Chinese side reaffirmed its support for China Yunnan
Corporation for International Techno-Economic Cooperation (CYC} to undertake the
construction of the Chiang Mai Cigarette Factory Project on a2 Government-to-

Government bagis, and requested that CYC consclentiously implement the contract,

ensure the construction period and quality, and provide excellent after sale services. The j
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Government basis, and requested that CYC conscientiously implement the contract,
ensure the construction period and quality, and provide excellent after-sale services. The
Thai side ensured the comprehensive procurement of Chinese machinery and
equipment based on no major revision on the general principle of the TOR. This
must be in accordance with the mutual agreement between the Chinese and Thai sides.
The two sides shall urge relevant enterpmses to sign the approprate commercial
contracts as early as possible.

¢ Railway Locomotives and Double Track Railway Construction -
between China Northern Locomotive and Rolling Stock Industry Corporation (CNR) of
China and the State Railway of Thatland

¢ Container Inspection System — between Nuctech Co., Lid. of China
and the Customs Department of Thailand. The Thai side agreed to consider using
container inspection system made by Nuctech in the third phase procurement of thé

Customs Department of Thailand.

Both sides agreed that relevant parties should expedite wotk in order

to conclude the details of the above projects.

Investtment and Feconomic Cooperation

¢ Two-way Investment

The two sides agreed to exert maximum efforts to raise their hilateral
investment target from US§ 2.7 billien in 2000-2004 to US§ 6.5 billion during 2005-
2010. Thaland strongly encouraged and welcomed Chinese companies to expand
investments in Thailland, particularly in the areas of electricity, energy, petrochemical,
and maritime transportation. Meanwhile, China also encouraged Thailand to increase
its investrment in China, particulatly in central and western China and the old industrial
bases in northeastern China. The Thai side cxpressed that Thai companies are
interested in making investments in China in such areas as agriculture, agro-business,
and food and cuisine.  Both countries would give special consideration to such
invesgnents.

¢  Working Group on Investment and Economic Coopetation

The two sides agreed to establish a Working Group on Investment

and Economic Cooperation under the Joint Committee to share views and exchange

information, and dislodge any obstacles that stand in the way of bilateral cooperation.
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® Mega-projects
Thailand encouraged Chinese enterptises to participate in Thailand’s

development plan (Mega-projects). This five-year plan will primarily be in the fields of
infrastructure, water and electricity, shipping, science, education, culture and public

health.

Tourism Cooperation
e Tournst target

Both sides agreed to jointly promote a combined tourist target of 4
million visitors by 2010. To realize the target, both sides agreed that more direct air
linkages between Chinese and Thai cities will help to inctease the number of tourists
between the two countties. In this regard, both sides suggested televant authorities o‘f
the two countries hold detailed discussions on this issue based on market demand and
in accordance with the laws and regulations of both countries.

In addition, China informed the Meeting that CTIS would otganize a
group comprising 6,800 Chinese tourists visiting Thailand in October, while Thailand
agreed to help promote tourist travel to China, in particular, thtough the support of
tour operators. Furthermore, both sides will endeavour to expedite visa issuance in
order to facilitate the mobility of toutists between the two countries. Furthermore,
China also agreed to facilitate the opening of an additional Tourism Authority of
Thailand office in China. Concurrently, Thailand agreed to support the establishment of
a CNTA office in Thailand.

Thailand and China agreed to hold meetings of the Sub-Committee
on Touttsm on an annual basis prior to the Meeting of the Joint Committee. The two
countties also agreed to jointly promote regional travel packages in the GMS sub-region

as well as to work together on the training of tourism personnel.

* Promotion of travel-related events
Thailand and China agreed to acdvely cooperate and take part in the
respective countries” travel-related events such as Travel Marts and festivities, which
include:
- China International I'ravel Mart {CITM) in Kunming
- Thailand International Horticultural Fxposition 2006 in Chiang Mai.

The two sides agreed to strengthen technical cooperation  in

Standards and Conformity Assessment to facilitare market access.
*  Agricultural Cooperation

Three accords were signed during the meeting, namely, the
Protocol on Sanitary and Phyto Sanitary Requirement of Import Export of Fresh
Vegetables, the Protocoi on Inspection, Quarantine and Sanitary Requitements for
Crocodile Meat Exported from Thailand to China, and the Protocol between the
Ministry of Agriculture and Cooperatives of the Kingdom of Thailand and the
General Administration of Quality Supetvision, Inspection and Quarantine of the
People’s Republic of China on Quarantine and Health Requirements for Import and
Export of Heat-Processed Poultry Meat and Edible Parts between Thailand and
China.

®  Potash mine

The Chinese side elaborated on environmental protection related
tssues undet the Potash mine project in northeastern T hailand, and expressed the
wish that the Thai authorities would issue the appropriate exploration permit to
China Mingda Potash Corporation (T° hailand) at an eatly date. Thailand agreed to

consider China's request in accordance with Thailand’s laws and tegulations.

Republic of China extended an invitation to H.E. Dr. Somkid Jatustipitak, Deputy
Prime Minister of Thailand to lead the Thaj government and business delegations to
the Second China-ASEAN EXPO, to be held in October 2005 in Nanning, China.
HE. Dr. Somkid Jatusripitak accepted the invitation, The Thai side informed the
Meeting that a large contingent of Thai governmental and private organizations will
actively participate in the Second China-ASEAN EXPO, and will take this

opportunity to unveil Thailand’s new Mega-projects for the next § years.
