INTRODUCTION

1. The First Meeting of the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement Network
(ASEAN-WEN) was held on 25 May 2006 in Bangkok, Thailand.

2. The Meeting was attended by Delegates from Brunei Darussalam,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore,
Thailand, Viet Nam and representatives from the ASEAN Secretariat. The List
of Delegates appears in ANNEX 1.

3. The Meeting unanimously elected Dr. Schwann Tunhikorn, Deputy
Director-General, Department of Wildlife and National Park, Ministry of Natural
Resources and Environment, Thailand, as Chairman of the First Meeting of the
ASEAN-WEN. The Chairman expressed his appreciation for the trust of ASEAN
Member Countries in Chairing the First Meeting of the ASEAN-WEN.

8. The Meeting requested Thailand as host and lead country to inform the
members of the First ASEAN-WEN Meeting and the relevant ASEAN bodies, in
particular the ASEAN Senior Officials on Transnational Crime (SOMTC),
ASEAN Directors-General of Customs (ADGC) and ASEANAPOL (ASEAN
Chiefs of National Police Annual Conference), on the establishment of the
ASEAN-WEN and to seek their support in the implementation of the ASEAN-
WEN. The Meeting also requested that delegates inform their relevant
counterparts participating in these ASEAN bodies to facilitate Thailand's efforis
to this effect. The Meeting also proposed that these bodies consider including
the updates/report from the ASEAN-WEN as a standing agenda item in their
meetings to facilitate effective cross-sectoral cooperation in addressing wildlife
crimes.

9. The Meeting alsc requested Thailand to propose to the ASEAN Working
Group on Finalisation of the Revised Work Plan to implement the ASEAN Plan
of Action to Combat Transnational Crime which is scheduled to meet on 6 June
2006 in Yogyakarta, Indonesia to include wildlife crimes as an addition to the
current 8 priority areas of the ASEAN Cooperation in Combating Transnational
Crime.

10. The Meeting discussed the development of a Work Programme for the
ASEAN-WEN and agreed for Thailand to develop and circulate an initial draft
for the comments of ASEAN Member Countries. Thailand requested ASEAN
Member Countries to communicate their views and suggestions for the Work
Programme by end of June 2006 to facilitate the drafting of the Work
Programme.

WEN. The Meeting requested Thailand and the ASEAN Secretariat to jointly
develop a more detailed paper on the operationalisation of the ASEAN-WEN to
be circulated to ASEAN Member Countries for their comments before the next
meeting.

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HIGHLIGHTS AND RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE

INTERNATIONAL EXECUTIVE SEMINAR ON IMPLEMENTING THI: ASEAN-WEN

1.

22-24 MAY 2006. BANGKOK

Through the various presentations and discussions during the International Ixecutive

Seminar, the participants have been made aware of the background and accomplishments of the
ASEAN Cooperation on CITES Implementation. which led to the launch of the ASEAN-WEN
on 1 December 2005 in Bangkok. They key achicvements are highlighted as foHows:

The ASEAN Statement on CITES, made on 11 October 2004 by ASEAN Ministers
responsible {or CITES. expressed the commitment of ASEAN member countries to
cooperate on improved implementation of the Convention, including law enforcement.
The Ministers agreed to the proposal of the Prime Minister of Thailand of 3 October 2004
to the 13th Conference of the Parties to the Convention on International Trade in
Endangered Species of Wild Flora and Fauna (CITES CoP13). to develop a wildlife law
enforcement network for Southcast Asia:

The ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora (2005-2010) was
developed by the Special Meeting of the ASEAN Experts Group on CITES (AEG-
CITES) held on 3 May 2005 in Jakarta; and endorsed by the 8th Meeting of the ASEAN
Senior Officials on Forestry (ASOF). held on 18-20 August 2005 in Phnom Penh. The
ASEAN Ministers on Agriculture and Forestry (AMAF) expressed their full support for
the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora (2005-2010)
through the Joint Press Statement made on 29 September 2005 at the 27th Meeting of
AMAF in Tagaytay City, the Philippines.

In support of the implementation of Objective Two of the Regional Action Plan to
promote networking among relevant law enforcement authorities in ASEAN member
countries to curb illegal trade in wild fauna and flora, the Special Meeting of the ASEAN
Ministers Responsible for the Implementation of CITES held on 1 December 2005 in
Bangkok launched the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN),
previously referred to as the ASEAN CITES Enforcement Task Force in the Regional
Action Plan.

Thailand as the designated lead country for the implementation of Objective Two of the
Regional Action Plan, is hosting the First Meeting of the ASEAN-WEN 1o finalise the
Terms of Reference (TOR), to discuss a proposal to establish a programme coordination
unit to support the work of the ASEAN-WEN and required key actions to implement/
operationalise the ASEAN-WEN.

Taking into consideration the common concerns/ issues raised at the Seminar,

participants of the International Executive Seminar agreed to forward the following
recommendations to the First Meeting of the ASEAN-WEN (25 May 2006) for their
consideration:

(i)  The establishment of national inter-agency committee/ task force to support the
activities of the ASEAN-WIN;

(i) The nomination of national focal points from ASEAN member countries for the
ASEAN-WEN;

(i) The nomination of contact points within each agency (such as the police and
customs) at the national level (o streamline communications at the regional level,

(iv} The engagement with public prosccutors by the National ASEAN-WEN;

The need to promote bilateral cooperation and other multilateral arrangements to
address current wildlife crimes related 1o non-CITES species;

The consideration, support and cooperation of other ASEAN relevant bodies*
required to implement the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna
and Flora (2005-2010), especially in the operationalisation of an eftective ASEAN-
WEN. In this regard, the Seminar proposed that there is an urgent need to seek the
support in particular. of the ASEAN Scnior Officials on Transnational Crime
(SOMTC) and the ASEAN Customs Directors-General as well as the
ASEANAPOL (ASEAN Chiefs of National Police Annual Conference), 10 ensurc
effective cross-sectoral cooperation in tackling the problems of illegal trade in
wildlife;

To hold regular meetings of ASEAN-WEN at which national focal points, and other
relevant officials, may meet to discuss wildlife law enforcement in the ASEAN
countries, make recommendations for its improvement and plan joint activities.
Relevant organizations such as 1CPO-Interpol, the World Customs Organization and
the CITES Seccretariat will be invited to participate in such meetings as observers.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Background

1. ASEAN-WEN is an outgrowth of Objective Two of the ASEAN Regional
Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora (2005-2010). This Objective is
stated to:

“Promote networking amongst relevant law enforcement authorities in
ASEAN countries to curb illegal trade in wild fauna and flora by:

2. Thailand has committed to be the lead country for Action Points under
Objective Two. In October 2005, the Thai government hosted a regional
workshop where senior CITES officials from ASEAN countries agreed to a
draft Terms of Reference that laid the groundwork for an ASEAN Wildlife
Enforcement Network (known as the ASEAN Wildlife Enforcement Network or
ASEAN-WEN). On December 1, 2005 Thailand hosted the official launch of
ASEAN-WEN. Thailand has since conceptualized its own inter-agency
committee at the national ievel to coordinate collaboration among government
agencies and non-governmental organizations to curb illegal wildlife trade.
Furthermore, Thailand is hosting an “International Executive Seminar on
Implementing ASEAN-WEN" and the first official ASEAN-WEN Meeting in

The Development of ASEAN-WEN Programme Coordination Unit

3. Although ASEAN-WEN is off to a solid start with promising prospects
for its development region-wide, it lacks an official coordinating body to
facilitate certain administrative and technical aspects of continued network
development. it is therefore proposed that an ASEAN-WEN Programme
Coordination Unit be created and linked either to the ASEAN Secretariat or a
select national agency with strong links to other relevant agencies involved
(especially Police, Customs and CITES) and the ASEAN Secretariat.



Functions of an ASEAN-WEN Programme Coordination Unit

4. The ASEAN-WEN Programme Coordination Unit (PCU) would facilitate

3. Specifically, the main functions of such a Programme Coordination Unit
could include:

Police and Customs Join New ASEAN Wildlife Enforcement Network

May 25, 2006 (Bangkok): ASEAN officials today concluded the Terms of
Reference for a cross-agency, cross-border network that will target
criminals and syndicates involved in the lucrative illegal wildlife trade.

After senior environmental officials launched the ASEAN Wildlife
Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN) in December 2005, Police and
Customs officials joined them for the first time this week in Bangkok to
develop plans for new national wildlife crime task forces that will
eventually link up across the region. Thailand and the Philippines reported
that new task forces are already in development, with several muiti-agency
criminal investigation courses slated for this year.

During the 2 day seminar, officials from Interpol, the US Drug
Enforcement Agency, US Department of Justice, China, and the United Nations
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna
and Flora (CITES) provided information to members of the new network
about linkages between wildlife smuggling, drug trafficking and other forms
of organized crime, as well as methods for countering trans-national crime
syndicates. The seminar was followed by a one day meeting in which
ASEAN officials selected national “focal points” for sharing intelligence
on wildlife criminals.

Noting that the illegal wildlife trade is now the 3™ largest form of black
market trade in the world next to drugs and arms, Mr. Suvat Singhapant,
Deputy Permanent Secretary of Thailand’s Ministry of Natural Resources
and Environment said that “ASEAN-WEN will be our region’s weapon
against wildlife criminals who network across our borders.”

“There is still some way to go before this network is a true wildlife
Interpol,” said John Sellar, Senior Enforcement Officer for CITES, “but as
Police and Customs collaborate more and more with national CITES
officers, ASEAN-WEN can obtain what it needs to put some major

wildlife criminals out of business and behind bars where they belong.”

Southeast Asia has been targeted by criminals because of its rich biodiversity.
Environmental and law enforcement officials have reported increased
networking among criminal traders operating across Asia’s borders,
smuggling enormous quantities of rare and endangered species of plants
and animals into and out of the region.

In support of this commitment by ASEAN Countries, the United States
Agency for International Development (USAID), the US State Department,
the Secretariats of ASEAN and CITES, as well as two non-governmental
organizations, WildAid and TRAFFIC, have all offered their assistance to

the new network.

Notes to editors:

e CITES - The Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and
Flora regulates international trade in more than 30,000 species of wild animals and plants
through a system of certificates and permits. The Convention is currently applied in 169
nations, including all 10 ASEAN Member Countries.

e *ASEAN: Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar,
Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Viet Nam form the 10 Member Countries of the
Association of South-East Asian Nations (ASEAN).

e Rccognizing the enormity of the problem and its organized criminal connections, last
October, 2004, the Government of Thailand proposed the creation of a Southeast Asian
nature crimes law enforcement network, “a sort of wildlife Interpol”. The Prime Minister
proposed the network to representatives from 164 countries attending the bi-annual
Convention on International Trade in Endangered Species of Fauna and Flora (CITES) in
Bangkok.

e At the same time, ASEAN Member Countries agreed to develop a “Regional Action Plan on
Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora", which was endorsed by ASEAN ministers in September
2005. In response to Prime Minister Thaksin’s proposal, Thailand was given the lead to
develop “Objective Two™ of that plan, which relates to improved regional law enforcement
coliaboration.

e Last QOctober, the Government of Thailand invited officials from all ASEAN Member
Countries, as well as two major consumer countries, China and the United States, to a
special 4-day workshop in Khao Yai National Park to design the framework and objectives
of the proposed regional network. This plan was then reviewed yesterday at an ASEAN
“Senior Officials Meeting” in Bangkok, and approved today by Ministerial representatives
from ASEAN Member Countries.

10.  That ASEAN-WEN national focal points will facilitate the dissemination to relevant
enforcement authorities in non-ASEAN countries of general information on the
trafficking, taking and trade in"specimens of CITES-listed species of wild fauna and
flora and, when considered appropriate, will communicate to ICPO-Interpol, the World
Customs Organization and the CITES Secretariat information on violations of relevant
national laws and CITES , including any final results of investigations into such
violations, to enable better targeting of enforcement efforts and the dissemination of
intelligence.

11. That ASEAN-WEN will participate in the Interpol Wildlife Crime Working Group,
CITES Enforcement Task Forces and other relevant enforcement-related meetings and
activities, as appropriate.

12. That ASEAN-WEN will undertake any other activities which promote the effective
ecnforcement of relevant national laws and CITES between and among ASEAN
Member Countries.

TERMS OF REFERENCE

Background

1. ASEAN-WEN is an outgrowth of Objective Two of the ASEAN Regional
Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna and Flora (2005-2010). This Objective is
stated to:

“Promote networking amongst relevant law enforcement authorities in
ASEAN countries to curb illegal trade in wild fauna and flora by:

(i) establishing inter-agency committees at national levels to ensure
coordination and collaboration between law enforcement officials on
trade in wild fauna and flora;

(i) establishing an ASEAN Wildlife Enforcement Network for exchange of
law enforcement information regarding trade in wild fauna and flora,
and to coordinate regional participation in the Interpol Wildiife Crime
Working Group;

(i) promoting coliaborative capacity-building efforts for improved law
enforcement.”

2. Thailand has committed to be the lead country for Action Points under
Objective Two. In October 2005, the Thai government hosted a regional
workshop where senior CITES officials from ASEAN countries agreed to a
draft Terms of Reference that laid the groundwork for an ASEAN Wildlife
Enforcement Network (known as the ASEAN Wildlife Enforcement Network or
ASEAN-WEN). On December 1, 2005 Thailand hosted the official launch of
ASEAN-WEN. Thailand has since conceptualized its own inter-agency
committee at the national level to coordinate collaboration among government
agencies and non-governmental organizations to curb illegal wildlife trade.
Furthermore, Thailand is hosting an “international Executive Seminar on
Implementing ASEAN-WEN” and the first official ASEAN-WEN Meeting in
Bangkok May 22-25, 2006.

The Development of ASEAN-WEN Programme Coordination Unit

3. Although ASEAN-WEN is off to a solid start with promising prospects
for its development region-wide, it lacks an official coordinating body to
facilitate certain administrative and technical aspects of continued network
development. It is therefore proposed that an ASEAN-WEN Programme
Coordination Unit be created and linked either to the ASEAN Secretariat or a
select national agency with strong links to other relevant agencies involved
(especially Police, Customs and CITES) and the ASEAN Secretariat.



Functions of an ASEAN-WEN Programme Coordination Unit

2. The Meeting was attended by Delegates from Brunei Darussalam,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Philippines, Singapore and
Thailand. Due to unavoidable circumstances, Myanmar and Viet Nam
could not attend the Meeting. The Meeting also welcomed Mr. Jonathan
Barzdo, Chief of the Convention Support Unit of the CITES Secretariat
who was present as a resource person. The ASEAN Secretariat and
Observers from private sector and civil society organisations (CSOs) were
also present. The list of delegates appears as ANNEX 1.

3. Dr. Theresa Mundita S. Lim, Director of the Protected Areas and
Wildlife Bureau (PAWB) of the DENR recalled the genesis of the AEG-

6.1  Vientiane Action Programme (VAP)

9. The Meeting recalled that the VAP was endorsed at the 10"
ASEAN Summit in Vientiane in 2004, as the successor of the Hanoi Plan
of Action (HPA) to realise the end goal of the ASEAN Vision 2020. The
VAP focuses on deepening regional integration and narrowing the
development gap within ASEAN. The relevant framework and cooperation
programmes/ activities on the food, agriculture and forestry had been
included in the ASEAN Economic Integration and the ASEAN Socio-
Cultural Community components of the VAP. It was noted that in the
former, cooperation activiies would be focused on enhancing
competitiveness of food, agriculture and forest products; while under the
latter component, focus would be on development agenda in the areas of
food, agriculture and forestry. The Meeting aiso took note of the updates
and progress in the VAP implementation, pertaining to food, agricuiture
and forestry sectors, which appears as ANNEX 6.

6.2 ASEAN Framework Agreement for Integration of Priority
Sectors

10.  The ASEAN Secretariat informed the Meeting that SEOM had a
Special Meeting on Priority Integration Sectors on 17-18 October 2006 at
the ASEAN Secretariat in Jakarta. The Special SEOM had finalised and



endorsed the revised Roadmaps for signin% by the ASEAN Economic
Ministers (AEM) on the occasion of the 12" ASEAN Summit in Cebu,
Philippines on 11-13 December 2006. The relevant documents on this
matter and the revised Roadmap for integration of the Wood-Based

Products appear as ANNEX 7.

11, The ASEAN Secretariat also informed that the ASEAN Sectoral
integration (Amendment) Protocol for Priority Sectors will enter into force

90 days after the date of its signature;

6.3 Coordinating Conference on the Socio-Cultural
Community Plan of Action (SOC-COM), 20-21 November
2006, ASEAN Secretariat, Jakarta

12. The Meeting was informed that the ASEAN Secretariat organised
the inaugural Coordinating Conference on the ASEAN Socio-Cultural
Community (SOC-COM) on 20-21 November 2006 at the ASEAN
Secretariat in Jakarta. The information paper that includes the agenda and
the relevant matrix for prioritisation exercise appear as ANNEX 8.

13. It was noted that the ASEAN Socio Cultural Community (ASCC) is
at the core of closer ASEAN integration, and the ASCC priorities support
regional processes to achieve the ASEAN Economic Community (AEC)
and the ASEAN Security Community (ASC), and are also linked to the
Initiative for ASEAN Integration (1Al) aimed at narrowing the development
gap in ASEAN. The SOC-COM is intended to bring together ASEAN
Senior Officials (in particular the current Chair and Vice Chair) from
different sectoral bodies to discuss the implementation of the ASCC
programme measures as contained in the Vientiane Action Programme
(VAP). The Meeting noted that the ASOF Chairman (Indonesia) and
representative of the SOM-AMAF Chairman (Singapore) participated in
the SOC-COM.

AGENDA ITEM 7: MATTERS ARISING FROM THE 3 AEG-CITES
MEETING AND SPECIAL MEETING OF THE AEG-
CITES

14. The Meeting reviewed and took note with satisfaction the current
accomplishments since the 3 Meeting of the AEG-CITES in August 2004
as follows:

« The ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in Wild Fauna and
Flora (2005-2010) developed by the Special Meeting of the ASEAN
Experts Group on CITES (AEG-CITES), 2-3 May 2005, Jakarta,
and adopted by the 8" Meeting of the ASEAN Senior Officials on
Forestry (ASOF), 18-20 August 2005, Phnom Penh, received full
support from the 27" Meeting of the ASEAN Ministers on



Agriculture and Forestry (27" AMAF), 29 September 2005,
Tagaytay City, Philippines;

» During the period of 2005 — 2006, Thailand as Lead Country for
Objective 2 of the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in Wiid -
Fauna and Flora (2005-2010): “To promote networking amongst
relevant law enforcement authorities in ASEAN countries to curb
illegal lrade in wild fauna and flora”, had organised and hosted
ASEAN Meetings and events on wildiife law enforcement network:

« The Special Meeting of the ASEAN Ministers Responsible for the
Implementation of CITES, 1 December 2005 Bangkok, was
attended by Brunei Darussalam, Cambodia, indonesia, Malaysia,
Myanmar, Philippines, Singapore, Thailand and Viet Nam and the
ASEAN Secretariat, and was preceded by the Senior Officials
Meeting for the Special Meeting of the ASEAN Ministers
Responsible for the Implementation of CITES on 30 November
2005 at the same venue, which drafted and adopted the Joint Press
and Ministers Statement;

+ during the Special Meeting of the ASEAN Ministers Responsible for
the Implementation of CITES, the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement
Network (ASEAN-WEN) was launched, followed by a Press
Conference; '

» the 1% Meeting of the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement Network
(ASEAN-WEN) was held on 25 May 2006 in Bangkok: further
updates relevant to the ASEAN-WEN are discussed and recorded
under Agenda ltem 14.3 of this Report;

* in the Joint Press Statement of the 28" Meeting of the ASEAN
Ministers on Agriculture and Forestry (AMAF), 16 November 2006,
Singapore, the Ministers commended the efforts in the
implementation of the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade in
Wild Fauna and Flora. Particularly significant is the establishment of
the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN) at
the Special Meeting of the ASEAN Ministers Responsible for the
implementation of Convention on the International Trade of
Endangered Species of Wild Fauna ard Fiora (CITES) in
December 2005 in Bangkok.

AGENDA ITEM 8: STRATEGIC PLAN OF ACTION (SPA} ON ASEAN
COOPERATION IN CITES (2005-2010)

15.  The Meeting discussed and provided updates to the SPA that
appears as ANNEX 9.



AGENDA ITEM 9: CONSIDERATION OF REPORTS ON CITES
RELATED MEETINGS AND ISSUES

9.1 Matters related to the Meetings of the Standing
Committee

16. The Meeting took note of the information paEer presented by
Malaysia as the Asia representative during the 54" Meeting of the
Standing Committee of CITES in Geneva on 2 - 6 October 2006, which
appears as ANNEX 10. The information paper highlighted the issues that
will be discussed either in coming or future Standing Committee Meeting
or at the 14™ Conference of Parties (COP-14) that will be held on 3 — 15
June 2007 at The Hague, Netherlands. It was further informed that the
Netherlands, as the host for the COP-14 has expressed their plan to hold
a short ministerial segment to raise attention and political involvement in
CITES by focusing on issues of timber ard marine species.

17.  The Meeting took note of the issues to be revisited in the next or
future Standing Committee Meeting that include: (i) national laws for
implementation of the Convention. Countries involved are Brunei
Darussalam, Cambodia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar and Philippines; (i)
species trade and conservation issues for elephants; and (iii) review of
timber trade — ramin. On administrative matter, it was noted that the
CITES Secretariat requested Parties to indicate their financial assistance
to attend the COP-14. The CITES Secretariat has agreed to sponsor 1 — 2
delegates from Member Countries.

9.2 Matters related to the Meetings of the Animals
Committee

18.  The Meeting took note of the information paper presented by
indonesia on this matter. The 22™ Meeting of the Animals Committee held
on 7 - 14 July 2006 in Lima, Peru was attended by all Members and
Observers and discussed twenty-seven (27) agenda. The Meeting
highlighted the points raised among others by (i) the Working Groups on
Sea Cucumbers that recommended an increased number of biological and
ecological researches as well as ‘stock assessments’ especially for the
species of great importance in conservation; (ii) the Working Group on
Shark that recommended an increased Capacity in monitoring; (iii) the
Working Group Review of Significant Trade in Specimens of Appendix I
Species that recommended the three categories namely ‘Urgent Concern’,
‘Possible Concern’ and ‘Least Concern’; (iv) the Working Group on
Selection of Species for Periodic Review' that recommended the species
of Amphibi, Galliforms and Central Stock of North Atlantic Fin Whales that
need to be reviewed periodically; as well as the (v) Working Group on
Fossil Corals that produced a list of terminologies on ‘fossil corals’.



9.3 ASEAN-SEAFDEC Collaboration on CITES Issues
Affecting Fisheries

19.  The Meeting took note of the information paper presented by the
SEAFDEC Secretariat on some aquatic species of concern under the
CITES (sharks, sea cucumbers, sea turles) that appears as ANNEX 11. It
was recommended that listing of commercially-exploited aquatic species
be based on scientific information and that the FAQ work closely with the
CITES Secretariat on this matter.

AGENDA ITEM 10: CITES LISTING PROPOSAL BY MEMBER
COUNTRIES

10.1 Cambodia’s Proposal to the CITES Secretariat to
transfer all species of the genus Nycticebus (slow
lorises) from Appendix i to Appendix |

10.2 Japan’s Draft Decision to be presented in COP-14 on all
Cetaceans in Appendix | that are managed by the
International Whaling Commission (IWC)

20. The Meeting took note of the presentation on proposals from
Cambodia and Japan, which appear as ANNEXES 12 and 13,
respectively. The Meeting supported the proposals of Cambodia and
Japan. The Meeting aiso discussed the need to conduct further
assessments on whether or not certain species of sea cucumbers should
be proposed for possible listing at the upcoming COP-14. The Meeting
discussed and agreed to develop national programmes on sustainable
management for the sea cucumbers and work towards a regional
management plan.

AGENDA ITEM 11: NOMINATION OF MEMBERS TO THE STANDING,
ANIMALS AND PLANTS COMMITTEES UNDER
CITES

21. The Meeting noted with appreciation the relevant information
provided by the CITES Secretariat for consideration and reference by the
Meeting during discussions under this Agenda item, which appears as
ANNEX 14.

22.  In regards to the nomination of Members to the Plant Committee,
the Meeting discussed and agreed that Member Countries send the
curriculum vitae of the nominated individuals of ASEAN Member Countries
before or by end of December 2006, for compilation by the ASEAN
Secretariat for onward transmission to the CITES Secretariat.



23. Taking into consideration that the term for the two ASEAN
representatives on the Animals Committee would only expire in COP-15,
the Meeting agreed to discuss on the nomination of members to this
Committee at the future AEG-CITES Meeting.

24. In regards to the nomination of Members to the Standing
Committee, the Meeting discussed and agreed unanimously that
Philippines be nominated to the Standing Committee and that the
nomination be sent by the Philippines to the CITES Secretariat before or
by February 2007.

AGENDA ITEM 12: REGIONAL ACTION PLAN ON THE TRADE OF
WILD FAUNA AND FLORA (2005-2010)

26.  The ASEAN Regional Actiori Plan on the Trade of Wild Fauna and
Flora (2005 — 2010) appears as ANNEX 15. A compilation of
presentations made by ASEAN Member Countries except Myanmar and
Viet Nam on updates on the activities implemented at the national and
regional level that are relevant to the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on the
Trade of Wild Fauna and Flora (2005-2010) appears as ANNEX 16.
Member Countries are requested to submit to the ASEAN Secretariat the
updates on this matter for coordination, monitoring and documentation
purpose, before or by end of January 2007, after which a matrix on the
latest status in this regard will be developed and circulated to ASEAN
Member Countries for information and reference.

» Brunei Darussalam

27.  Mr. Jomari Bin Haji Ahmad, Senior Agriculture Officer, Ministry of
Industry and Primary Resources of Brunei Darussalam, informed that the
CITES Management Authority is now transferred from the Museum
Department to the Department of Agriculture (DOA) of Brunei Darussalam.
The final draft of the legislation is currently being considered for possible
upgrade from Category 3 to Category 1, for better enforcement on CITES.
Brunei Darussalam continues monitoring at the national level to control the
illegal harvest of wild fauna an flora, which is under the jurisdiction of the
Museum Department supported by the Customs Act that covers all the
products items including the CITES-listed ones. Brunei Darussalam also
actively participates in activities relevant to human resources, capacity
building and information sharing, and recently participated in the CITES
Law Enforcement Seminar on 21-23 November 2006 in Hong Kong
organised jointly by the CITES Secretariat and the CITES Management
Authority of Hong Kong SAR.



« Cambodia

28. WMr. Ung Sam Ath, Deputy Director General of Forestry
Administration of Cambodia highlighted the progress made this far by the
Fisheries Administration, the Forestry Administration and the CITES
Management Authority of the Royal Government of Cambodia. It was
noted that according to the new forestry law, the management system of
Cambodia forest and wildlife has been changed from vertical to horizontal
line, which makes every 1m? of forest is managed by forestry officials, or in
other words, every forestry officer has to be responsible for their assigned
area and streets for law enforcement. The presentation also highlighted
some of the accomplishments made at the national level as weli as
challenges faced at both the national and regional level, and was
concluded with some recommendations. The full presentation appears as
part of ANNEX 16.

¢ [ndonesia

29. Mr. Dedy Darnaedi, Director, Biology Research Centre — LIPI,
Indonesia, highlighted the on-going and implemented activities especially
the one that is of relevance to Objective Five of the ASEAN Regional
Action Plan on the Trade of Wild Fauna and Flora (2005 — 2010): “to
encourage greater regional cooperation on specific issues”, which is the
Second Meeting of the Tri-National Task Force on Trade in Ramin
organised and hosted by Indonesia in Jakarta in April 2006. The full
presentation appears as part of ANNEX 16.

e« Lao PDR

30.  Mr. Sengrath Phirasack, Head, Wildlife Conservation Unit, Ministry
of Agricuiture and Forestry of Lao PDR informed among others that all
wildlife in Lao PDR is the property of the state. Presenily, the use and
protection of wildlife is regulated by legal documents such as: (i) Forestry
Law (1996); (i) Prime Minister Decree No. 164 {1993) on the
establishment of National Protected Areas (NPAs)_System; and (iii) MAF
Regulation No. 0360 (2003) on the management of NPAs and wildlife
Conservation. The presentation displayed some of the threatened species
of orchids in Lao PDR. The Meeting was also informed of the current
activities and challenges faced in implementing CITES in Lao PDR. The
full presentation appears as part of ANNEX 16.

+ Malaysia

31 Ms. Norazeyan Dzul Kornain, Principal Assistant Secretary |li,
Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment (MNRE) of Malaysia
highlighted a number of activities implemented thus far that include (i)
Workshop on the Trade Dynamics of Agarwood in Malaysia and
consideration of CITES Non-Detriment Findings, 1- 2 March 2008; (i) the



ITTO Expert Meeting on the Effective Implementation of the Inclusion of
Ramin (Gonystylus spp.) in Appendix Il of CITES from 16 — 19 May 2006;
(i) a capacity building workshop for improving enforcement and
implementation of the listing of Aquilaria malaccensis and other agarwood
producing species, 14 — 17 November 2006; (iv) organised a meeting to
discuss ways to improve the conservation of Asian Elephants including
MIKE (Monitoring of lllegal Killing of Elephant) program in ASEAN Member
Countries, April 2006; (v) participated in the 2nd Meeting of the Tri
National Task Force on Ramin held in Jakarta, Indonesia from 12 to 13
April 2006; and (vi) formed a technical committee called MYWEN as
follow-up to the establishment of the ASEAN-WEN comprising all related
enforcement agencies to further enhance the coordination and
cooperation between these agencies. The information paper appears as
part of ANNEX 16.

« Philippines

32. Mr. Antonio C. Manila, OIC Chief, Wildlife Resources Division of
PAWB-DENR of the Philippines highlighted the activities implemented and
planned thus far, among others the (i) establishment and the on-going
activities of the Philippines’ National Anti-Environmental Crime Task Force
(NAECTAF);, and the (ii) National Wildlife Crime Investigation Course
(WCIC), largely sponsored by the ASEAN-WEN Support Project, to be
implemented on 3 — 14 December 2006 in Subic, Zambales, the
Philippines. The full presentation appears as part of ANNEX 16.

» Singapore

33. Ms. Lye Fong Keng, Head, Wildiife Regulatory Branch of the Food
and Veterinary Administration of the Agri-Food and Veterinary Authority
(AVA) of Singapore highlighted the new Act that came into operation on
1 March 2006 that now empowers AVA to investigate and take
enforcement actions on illegal transshipment or transit cases, and enables
the AVA to act decisively upon receiving tip-offs of illegal CITES-protected
species being transhipped through Singapore. The penalty for wildlife
smuggling has been raised from $$5,000 and/or 1 year imprisonment, to
$$50,000 per animal or plant {or their parts and derivatives) and/or 2
years' imprisonment, up to an aggregate maximum of $$500,000.

34. It was also informed that together with Indonesia and Malaysia,
Singapore is a member of the tri-national taskforce for ramin which was
set up to establish long-term cooperative actions to stop its illegal trade in
the region. The taskforce has met twice, the last being in Indonesia in Aprit
2006. Singapore hosted a 1-day agarwood workshop in April 2005
aftended by representatives from the Indonesian CITES MA, TRAFFIC
and agarwood trade associations in Indonesia and Singapore. AVA
distributes CITES brochures at the airport, checkpoints and cruise centres
and would regularly send circulars to update traders about CITES



regulations, through AVA website and publicise successful enforcement
cases in the media. The information paper appears as part of ANNEX 16.

e Thailand

'35. Ms. Apinya Chaitae, Research Forester, Department of National
Park, Wildlife and Plant Conservation of Thailand informed the Meeting of
the activities implemented pursuant to the role of Thailand as Lead
Country of Objective Two of the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on the
Trade of Wild Fauna and Flora (2005 — 2010) ): “To promote networking
amongst relevant law enforcement authorities in ASEAN countries to curb
illfegal trade in wild fauna and flora”, prior to and after the establishment of
the ASEAN Wildlife Law Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN). The full
presentation appears as part of ANNEX 16.

AGENDA ITEM 13: STAKEHOLDERS AND DONORS FORUM:
CONSULTATION WITH THE PRIVATE SECTOR
AND CIVIL SOCIETY ORGANISATIONS (CSOs)

36. The compilation of presentations made by the private sector and
the CSOs in relation to the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on the Trade of
Wild Fauna and Flora (2005 — 2010) appears as ANNEX 17.

o Conservation International (Cl}

37. The Meeting noted the presentation by Attorney Wilfrido S. Pollisco,
Protected Area Specialist of Conservation International-Philippines. it was
noted that the mission of Cl-Philippines is to conserve the Earth’s living
heritage, our global biodiversity, and to demonstrate that human societies
are able to live harmoniously with nature. Its core strategies inciude
(i} science; (i) partnership; and (iii) human welfare. The specific tasks
performed by the Ci-Philippines include (i} conducted a Wildlife
Enforcement Officers’ (WEQ) Seminar in Puerto Princesa City, Palawan;
(if) CI's Palawan Office is actively engaged in the Multi-Partite Task Force
in Palawan which monitors activities on illegal wildlife trade; (iii) co-
produced with the Palawan NGO Network Inc. and the PCSDS the Field
Guide Booklet for Law Enforcers; and (iv) active participation in the Multi-
Agency Task Force Wildlife meetings.

o TRAFFIC Southeast Asia

38. The Meeting took note the presentation by Azrina Abdullah,
Programme Officer of TRAFFIC Southeast Asia. The presentation
highlighted the 3-year ASEAN-WEN Support Project 2005 — 2008, funded
by the USAID, contributing expertise on CITES, Police and Customs co-
operation elements, design of training materials, media outreach, and links
with international network of contacts. It was noted that the activities
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conducted thus far by the ASEAN-WEN Support Project include (i)
country-level surveys of government agencies— Phase 17 Thailand,
Cambodia, Philippines, Indonesia; (i) “needs assessment” and study of
existing networking models; (iii) design curriculum for specific trainings for
enforcement agencies; (iv) facilitate the structuring and strategy of
‘inteiligence’  communications; and (v) key partners: National
CITES/Police/Customs agencies, plus Interpol, WCO, CITES Secretariat.
The presentation also highlighted some initial findings of country level
surveys and the seizures and prosecutions, as well as the training and
capacity building activities.

39. In relation to the implementation of activites under the Six
objectives of the ASEAN Regional Action Pian (RAP) on Trade of Wild
Fauna and Flora (2005 ~ 2010), TRAFFIC Southeast Asia reiterated its
commitment in providing assistance for ASEAN Member Countries in the
coordination of funding consideration process by the targeted donors, as
stated in the Objective 6 of the ASEAN RAP. in this regard, TRAFFIC
Southeast Asia had prepared a 3-page standard format for project
proposals for reference and use by ASEAN Member Countries. Once
developed, the project proposals can be submitted to TRAFFIC Southeast
Asia for funding consideration by donors, through the ASEAN Secretariat,
for the purpose of coordination, monitoring and documentation of various
proposals of activities of ASEAN Member Countries. Should any ASEAN
Member Country have potential donor that is part of the ASEAN Dialogue
Partners, the project proposal can be developed based on the ASEAN
standard of project brief document, which appears as ANNEX 18. The
Meeting took note with appreciation the standard format of the project
proposal for funding consideration coordinated by TRAFFIC Southeast
Asia, which appears as ANNEX 19.

40. The Meeting also noted that a Directory on the various initiatives
from the private sector will be developed with the support of TRAFFIC
Southeast Asia for Member Countries’ information and reference. ASEAN
Member Countries are encouraged to submit the relevant information as
soon as possible for immediate finalisation of the directory.

o CITES Secretariat

41.  The Meeting took note of the presentation by Jonathan Barzdo,
Chief, Convention Support Unit of the CITES Secretariat. It was stated that
one of the main reasons for the existence of the CITES Secretariat is to
assist the Member Countries fo implement the Convention, and he
provided an explanation on the various Units of the CITES Secretariat and
their functions: the office of the Secretary-General, the Convention
Support Unit, the Legal Affairs and Trade Policy Unit, the Scientific
Support Unit and the Capacity Building Unit. Member Countries were
advised to consult with the Capacity Building Unit for information on
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matters related to fund raising for projects and the contact person at the
CITES Secretariat is Ms Alice Abalos (alice.abalos@cites.org).

42.  The Chief of the Convention Support Unit made specific comments
on how the CITES Secretariat can be of assistance towards the
implementation of activities under some objectives of the ASEAN RAP on
Trade of Wild Fauna and Flora (2005 — 2010) as follows:

Objective 1: one of the tasks of the National Legisiation Project in the
CITES Secretariat is to help parties to put together materials and
model laws that can be used as examples, and the necessary
documents in assisting parties on the ground to develop their own legal
documents.

Objective 2: the CITES Secretariat was very pleased to have put
together the necessary documents for the establishment of the ASEAN
Wildlife Law Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN) led by Thailand. it
was informed that there’s actually the Forum Section in the CITES
Website that includes among others the Forum for the Enforcement
Authorities. Each Forum is closed only for registered users, which
unfortunately has not been used by many. The COP has requested the
Management Authorities to designate the Enforcement Authorities, and
urged Member Countries to do so if not done yet, as soon as possible.

Objective 3: it was suggested that it would be useful for ASEAN to also
exchange information with those outside the ASEAN region.

Objective_5: it was recommended that it will be good for ASEAN
Member Countries to have suggestions presented to the COP-14 in
regards to the implementation of CITES in relation to other biodiversity-
related conventions/MEAs. It was recalled that the CBD's target is to
reduce the rate of biodiversity loss by 2010. The Meeting noted that
one of the causes of biodiversity loss is due to illegal wildlife trade. In
regard to concern raised on the WTO, it was informed that CITES
\f;\c;_?_gnues to endeavour to obtain a higher level Observer status in the
Objective 6: it was informed that the Capacity Building Unit is 'ready to
help provide training materials and trainings, including in the form of
CD-ROMs and Websites (on-line trainings). ‘

43.  In response to concerns raised by Malaysia on the fact that some
developed countries enforce their respective national laws one step above
the CITES requirements in implementing the convention, Mr. Barzdo
suggested that it would be preferrable for parties to put forward first these
measures for consideration at the multilateral level before implementing
str!cter domestic measures. The Meeting was informed that the paper is
being Pprepared by the CITES Secretariat for discussion during the
upcoming COP-14.
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44.  Indonesia encouraged Member Countries to develop at least one
regional proposal for submission to the CITES Secretariat. The Meeting
took note with appreciation the information paper provided by the CITES
Secretariat on Guidelines of Project Proposal Submission and
Consideration to assist ASEAN Member Countries in seeking support in
implementing the activities under the ASEAN RAP on Trade of Wild Fauna
and Flora (2005 — 2010) through the CITES Secretariat, which appears as
ANNEX 20.

* Birds International Incorporated (Bli) (Private Sector)

45. The Meeting noted the presentation by Nolito Manuel Jardinel of
the Birds International Incorporated (Bil). Currently the BIl that was
founded in 1975 and is a privately-owned company has between 6,000 —
7,000 birds that are of the species listed in the Appendices 1, Il and [Il of
the CITES, and produce at least 3,000 birds per year. The BIl is in
compliance of a number of Government Acts and is involved in several
cooperation activities with the Government. Its commitment is on
sustainable utilisation of Avian Species through captive-breeding. Some of
its commitments offered during the Meeting are (i) to assist in the
popuiation studies; and (ii) to support ASEAN in developing an ex-situ
breeding programmes to support in-situ conservation.

» Primate Exporters and Breeders Association Philippines
(PEBAP}

46.  The Meeting noted the presentation by Lester Jorge Y. Fernando of
the Primate Exporters and Breeders Philippines (PEBAP). The association
is- comprised of among others (i) the Simian Conservation Breeding and
Research Centre (SICONBREC), Inc.; (i) Scientific Primates Filipinas, Inc.
(SPF1); (iii) Det Mundo Trading (DMT); and (iv) INA Research Philippines,
inc. (INARP). It was further informed that members of the association
market these primates to countries of Asia, the US and Eurcpe. They
highlighted that farming of the long-tail macagues has significantly
reduced the collection from the wild for direct trade.

» Philippines Association of Wildlife Veterinarians

47.  The Meeting took note of the presentation by Dr. Nielsen Donato of
the Philippines Association of Wildlife Veterinarians (PAWV). The
association is a registered non-profit, non-government organization
created to acsist and promote wildlife conservation through the
advancement of programs on preventive medicine, husbandry and
scientific research in the field of veterinary medicine dealing with captive
and free ranging wild animals in the Philippines, established in September
2005, with 25 members throughout the country. The cooperation activities
with the Government include: (i) reporting cases/ referrals that are victims
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of illegal wildlife trade; (ii) assist in wildiife rescye operations; (iii} assist in
government programs related to wildlife disease control, e.g. Highly
Pathogenic Avian influenza (HPAI); and (iv) assist in reintroduction
programs. The Meeting noted the proposed activities for future
cooperation in ASEAN that include (i) networking and information sharing
with ASEAN wildlife veterinarians; and (i) assist in repatriation and
reintroduction programmes.

» Crocodylus Porosus, Inc. (Private Sector)

48. The Meeting noted the presentation by Mr. Vincente P. Mercado,
President of the Crocodylus Porosus, Inc. The Crocodylus Porosus, Inc. is
an association of six (6) crocodile farms developed in coordination with the
Philippine Government as a start to the pioneer crecodile skin industry in
the Philippines. It was noted that the commercial species of crocodile in
the Philippines is Crocodylus porosus, a CITES Appendix | species.
Several farms have started breeding crocodiles and one applied for CITES
registration. The primary concern highlighted was on the possible release
in the wild, somewhere in Mindanao, Philippines. It was noted that an
international Forum on Crocodiles is currently being organised to be held
in January 2007, with concern on crocodiles, both from the trade and
conservation perspectives. The presentation served as reference of
commercial and conservation partnership.

AGENDA ITEM 14: OTHER MATTERS
14.1  Public Awareness of the ASEAN Cooperation in CITES

49. It was noted that the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade of Wild
Fauna and Flora (2005 — 2010) had received full support from the ASEAN
Ministers on Agriculture and Forestry (AMAF) during their 27" Meeting in
2005 in Tagaytay City, Philippines, and is already made available in the
ASEAN Website (http:l/www.aseansec.orq!) but there is urgent need for
public awareness of this Action Plan to be enhanced. The Meeting agreed
that printed publications would provide as useful tool for ASEAN Member
Countries in their endeavour in gathering the necessary support and
collaborating with strategic partners to implement the ASEAN Regional
Action Plan. In this regard, the Meeting took note with appreciation the
kind offer by TRAFFIC Southeast Asia to provide support in producing
these printed publications on the ASEAN Cooperation in CITES, for
immediate use by Member Countries. it is planned that ASEAN Member
Countries will be provided with the electronic copy of these publication(s)
for further reproduction. The draft publication appears as ANNEX 21.
TRAFFIC Southeast Asia will own the Copyright of the publication(s)
together with the Public Affairs Office of the ASEAN Secretariat, and the
finalisation of the publication(s)’ ayout and content will be consulted with
Member Countries and the ASEAN Secretariat,




14.2 Avian Influenza Preparedness Program of the
Philippines

50.  The Meeting took note with appreciation the information presented
by Samuel B. Animas, DVM, PhD, Chief of the Animal Health Division of
the Bureau of Animal Industry of the Philippines, which appears as
ANNEX 22. The presentation highlighted among others the preventive
measures undertaken thus far in anticipating with the threats of (i) illegal
trade of live pouitry and exotic birds; and (i) migratory bird habitats, which
include the active role of the Department of Environment and Natural
Resources (DENR) of the Philippines. The Meeting was further informed
that the Department of Health (DOH) of the Philippines handles the
preventive measures towards the threats of human cases from other
countries. it was noted that as of the Meeting in progress, the Philippines
remains Bird Flu-free.

14.3 Progress and Follow-up Activities of the ASEAN Wildlife
Law Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN)

51.  The Meeting took note of the Report of the First Meeting of the
ASEAN-WEN, 25 May 2006, Bangkok, attended by Brunei Darussalam,
Cambodia, Indonesia, Lao PDR, Malaysia, Myanmar, Philippines,
Singapore, Thailand and Viet Nam and the ASEAN Secretariat, which
appears as ANNEX 23. The 1% ASEAN-WEN Meeting was preceded by
the International Executive Seminar on Implementing the ASEAN-WEN,
22-24 May 2006 at the same venue. Each country delegation to the 1%
ASEAN-WEN Meeting was comprised of representatives of the CITES
Authorities, Senior Officials on Transnational Crime, and the Experts
Committee on Customs Matters.

52. The Meeting took note of the Terms of Reference (TOR) of the
ASEAN-WEN adopted by the 1 ASEAN-WEN Meeting, which appears as
ANNEX 24, and the draft Terms of Reference (TOR) for a Programme
Coordination Unit (PCU) to support the implementation of the ASEAN-
WEN that appears as ANNEX 25. It was further noted that Thailfmd will
host the PCU for an initial period of two years, after which the decision will
be reviewed by the ASEAN-WEN. Thailand and the ASEAN Secretariat
will jointly develop a more detailed paper on the operationalisation of the
ASEAN-WEN to be circulated to ASEAN Member Countries for their
comments before the next ASEAN-WEN Meeting.

33. Indonesia will host the 2™ Meeting of the ASEAN-WEN that will
discuss and finalise the Work Programme of the ASEAN-WEN, tentatively
in June 2007. ASEAN Member Countries are requested to nominate their
National Focal Points dof the ASEAN-WEN to the ASEAN Secretariat
before or by end of January 2007.
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b4. It was also intormed that Fhiippines’ National Anti-Environmental
Crime Task Force (NAECTAF) will host an ASEAN-WEN workshop
tentatively on 5-9 February 2007 in Cebu, Philippines. The invitation letter,
aiong with the agenda, registration form and general information will be
circulated to ASEAN Member Countries by the NAECTAF Philippines in
due course.

14.4 Future Meetings of the AEG-CITES

55. The Meeting discussed and agreed to the following matters of
importance to be implemented in future Meetings of the AEG-CITES:

+ To invite CITES Secretariat regularly in Meetings of the AEG-
CITES for sharing of information and consultation on matters
pertaining fo the COP and CITES implementation in general;

« To invite CSOs such as TRAFFIC Southeast Asia to keep Member
Countnes posted on the current support extended to ASEAN
Member Countries in CITES implementation, in addition to the
excellent support that is already extended to the ASEAN-WEN;

« Toinvite private sectors to keep Member Countries abreast of the
iessons-learned and best practices on matters relevant to CHHES
implementation;

+ To have regular discussions and updates on the implementation of
activities under the ASEAN Regional Action Plan on Trade of
Wild Fauna and Flora (2005 - 2010);

» To have regular discussions and updates on matters related to the
COP and the listing proposals as well as nomination of
members in the various committees;

+ To consider possible ASEAN common position on matters of
regional priority for presentation during the COP;

» To have the ASEAN Secretariat's assistance in the arrangement
and coordination for a possible one-day ASEAN Meeting prior to
COP Meeting(s) at the venue as and whenever required.

AGENDA ITEM 15: DATE AND VENUE OF THE NEXT MEETING

56. Ihe Meeting agreed that the Fitth Meeting ot the ASEAN Experts
Group on CITES (5" AEG-CITES) would be held in Singapore tentatively
in the first week of May 2007. The Meeting also agreed that additional
Meetings could be convened if deemed necessary.

AGENDA ITEM 16: ADOPTION OF THE REPORT

o7. The Meeting considered and adopted the Report of the Fourth

Meeting of the ASEAN Experts Group on CITES (4" AEG-CITES) held on
28 — 29 November 2006 in Manila.
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PDR, Malaysia, Singapore and Thailand expressed their sincere thanks to
the Government and people of the Philippines for the warm hospitality
accorded to them and the arrangements made for the Meeting. Member
Countries also expressed appreciation to the ASEAN Secretariat for the
assistance rendered.

This letter is to express WildAid’s intention to provide financial and material support to the
ASEAN-Wildlife Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN) Program Coordinating Unit.

The ASEAN-Wildlife Enforcement Network (ASEAN-WEN} is a ten-country initiative
against wildlife crime. As one of the ASEAN member countries. Thailand is adherent to this
agreement and currently leads the implementation of ASEAN-WEN activities. The ASEAN-
WEN Program Coordinating Unit (herein PCU), which is an extension of ASEAN-WEN, is
being planned to operate under the following mandates:

»  The Thai Department of National Parks, Wildlife and Plant Conservation Division
(hereafier DNP), under the Ministry of Natural Resources and Environment, has been
approved by ASEAN member countries to be a preliminary host of the PCU;

+  The initial term for DNP to host the PCU is two vears (with a review process led by
the ASEAN Secretariat and approved by ASEAN member countries before the PCU
position is renewed at the DNP or moved to another location);

+  ASEAN member countries have drafted a Terms of Reference (TOR) for the PCU
(see Appendix I). According to the TOR, PCU officers should be ASEAN nationals
and will be selected through a review/recruitment process approved by the ASEAN
Secretariat and Thai DNP;

The ASEAN-WEN Support Program is implemented by WildAid and TRAFFIC under a
cooperative agreement with the U.S. Agency for Intemational Development’s Regional
Development Mission for Asia (USAID/RDM/A). The ASEAN-WEN Support Program
recognizes that ASEAN-WEN is a government-to-government network established by
ASEAN member countries, and as such the Program respects the needs for ASEAN-WEN to
determine its goals and activities, As a result, the ASEAN-WEN Support Program has
committed to supporting the development of ASEAN-WEN until September 30, 2008 while
encouraging ASEAN member countries to find additional financial and technical support for
the Network to become sustainable.



We are, therefore, offering specific financial and material support tor the PCU as a productive
means 1o enhance the capacity of ASEAN-WEN. The support will be provided with USAID
funds through WildAid and its local affiliate, WildAid Foundation-Thaitand.

WildAid offers assistance to the DNP to develop and support the PCU under the following

understanding:

. Following consultations with the ASEAN Secretariat. remuneration for select officers
running the PCU wili be channeled directly from WildAid to the PCU through a
consent from the DNP:

Administrative support staff to PCU officers will be provided by the DNP and other

Thar agencies. but the direction of the PCU should come from a PCU officer who has

been approved by the ASEAN Secretariat and the DNP. The PCU is operated under a

policy guidance from the ToR and in part from the ASEAN Secretariat;

3. The DNP will provide office space for the PCU that is set aside for use by
administrative support staff, PCU officers, and visiting technical experts ;

4. WildAid will provide $72,000 to the DNP over 12 months, starting from the date of
the acceptance of this Tefer, To support the running of the PCU. This support should
be used to purchase office equipment, as well as to compensate PCU officers that are
selected by the DNP and ASEAN Secretariat to run the PCU. Further assistance
from WildAid can be anticipated beyond the first 12 month period, for a second 12
month period, and the exact amount will be agreed by DNP and WildAid before the
end of the first 12 months has expired, provided that ASEAN Secretariat and ASEAN
Member countries are satisfied with the PCU remaining in Thailand. Please note; (a)
It is anticipated that between one to two ASEAN, non-Thai nationals may be selected
by ASEAN Secretariat and DNP to be PCU officers; and (b) it is not anticipated that
any equipment for the PCU will be imported, as it can ali be purchased locally.

5. If and when the PCU is transferred to another location, any of the supplies purchased
by WildAid that are still in running order should also be moved with the PCU;

6. If requested by DNP, WildAid will assist for free in the development of a PCU web
site and newsletter.

WildAid further understands from discussions with the DNP that the following conditions
will be maintained to facilitate a successful development of the PCU:

1. In order to make the PCU and ASEAN-WEN sustainable, ASEAN member countries
will be encouraged to second and sponsor their own officers to the PCU, while
relocation and some local living costs may or may not be sponsored;

" The ASEAN-WEN Support Program (WildAid, TRAFFIC and USAID) will act as
< one technical support group to the PCU and as such will coordinate its activities in
support of ASEAN-WEN with the PCU;

- ASEAN Secretariat and ASEAN-WEN members, including a general description of
