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Memorandum of Understanding
Between
The Enternational Organization for Migration (IOM)
and the

Ministry of Social Development and Human Security (MSDIS)

On Cooperation in the Implementation of Projects Addressing Trafficking in Persons
and Assistance to at Risk Groups



The International Organization for Migration, Regional Mission in Bangkok, hereinafter referred
to as [OM, and the Ministry of Social Development and Human Security, hereinafter referred to

Acknowledging that IOM, committed to the principle that humane and orderly migration benefits
migrants and society, is mandated under its Constitution to assist in meeting the operational
challenges of migration, advancing understanding of migration issues, encouraging social and
economic development through migration, and working towards effective respect of the human
dignity and well-being of migrants;

Acknowledging that MSDHS plays a central role in providing social services to victims of
trafficking, both foreign and domestic citizens, and implementing social services programmes;
and,

Recognizing that IOM, as part of its comprehensive range of programming aimed at assisting the
MSIDHS address its migration challenges, provides technical and capacity building assistance fo
concerned agencies under the Ministry structure in order to strengthen ifs institutional and
operational capacities to better provide social support services, especially to victims of
trafficking; '

The Parties hereby agree as follows:
1 Objective of the MOU

1.1, The purpose of this MOU is to establish a framework of cooperation between the
Parties in the implementation of activities aimed at addressing the issue of trafficking
in persons through providing technical and capacity building support to MSDHS, as
well as to provide assistance to victims of trafticking and at risk groups.

1.2.  In addition to the activities above, this framework of cooperation will extend to IOM
assistance in facilitating the voluntary return of Thai victims of trafficking from
foreign countries through the provisions of IOM migrant assistance projects
administered by IOM globally. Depending upon need, available funding and mutual
agreement, other areas of cooperation may be included under this framework of
cooperation, through a mutually signed Agreement that will be considered as an
Addendum to this MOU.

2 Areas of Cooperation

Subject to the availability of resources and through consultation between MSDHS and IOM,

at risk groups, in accordance with Thailand’s national policy and legislation. In broad terms -
these activities cover:

2.1 Mutual cooperation in establishing care and assistance programmes for victims of
trafficking, including: victim screening and identification procedures, building
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2.5

referral mechanisms and institutionalizing ‘good practice’ shelter management
arrangements; establishing operational standards and arrangements for the return of
victims of trafficking;

Providing training and other capacity building support to MSDHS staff, other
relevant government officials, and other persons responsible for implementing
national policies and programmes addressing the issue of trafficking in persons;

Facilitating bilatera! and multilateral cooperation between Thailand and other
concerned countries on the issue of return and reintegration of victims of trafficking;

Facilitating the development of bilateral and multilateral agreements, MOUs and
standard operational procedures supporting bilateral cooperation on trafficking
between Thailand and other relevant countries that is in the best interest of the
victims of trafficking;

Developing national awareness-raising and prevention strategies aimed at reducing
vulnerability to trafficking though cooperation with the MSDHS provincial offices;

Responsibilities of the Parties

The Parties agree to cooperate on the implementation of projects and activities that are
mutually agreed upon to be consistent with the government policy on fighting trafficking in
persons and consistent with [OM’s mandate and principles, subject to the availability of

resources.
3.1 I0M Responsibilities
3.1.1 Direct oversight, management and implementation of the IOM projects outlined in

section 1.1 in close collaboration with the MSDHS.

Provision of policy and technical advice and support to MSDHS as mutually agreed
upon.

Accounting and financial management.
Reporting and liaison with donors.

Support the initiatives of MSDHS in providing support services to victims of
trafficking and other at risk groups.

MSDHS Responsibilities

Facilitate the timely implementation of agreed upon project activities through various
levels of MSDHS and designate in coordination with IOM, project focal points who
will be responsible for Haising with [OM project staff and management.

Provide central level technical support to the IOM;

Assist in the monitoring.



324 Facilitate the implementation of joint project activities through various Royal Thai
Government agencies at central and provincial levels.

3.2.5 Report to policymakers in MSDHS on collaboration and cooperation efforts
undertaken in partnership with [OM.

4 Accounting and Financial Management of Project Funds

Responsibility for the overall accounting and financial management of Project funds lies
with IOM.

4.1 Financial Control and Monitoring

IOM will administer the funds in accordance with the standard provisions of the I0M
Accounting and Finance Control Guidelines. IOM assumes the overall responsibility for the
accounting and financial management of all project related donor funds;

4.2  Reporting and Internal Auditing

In coordination with MSDHS, IOM will be responsible for the overall project administrative

management, financial management, and reporting, following the general IOM accounting
and financial control and monitoring procedures.

5.1  The present agreement shall enter into force upon the date of signing for a period of
three years, and_shall automatically be renewed for a similar perfod unless either

Party has notified the other in writing of its intention to terminate it at least 90 days
prior to ifs termination.
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5.2 The present agreement may be amended by mutual agreement in writing.
