MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
ON HEALTH AND MEDICAL SCIENCES
BETWEEN
THE MINISTRY OF HEALTH OF THE ARGENTINE REPUBLIC
AND
THE MINISTRY OF PUBLIC HEALTH OF THE KINGDOM OF THAILAND

The Ministry of Health of the Argentine Republic and the Ministry of Public
Health of the Kingdom of Thailand (hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”),

Recognizing that mutual exchange of knowledge and experience can
strengthen friendly relations between the two countries and stimulate the
development of a fruitful cooperation in the fields of health and medical sciences
between the Parties, and

Wishing to enhance the relationship between two Ministries and the
peoples of the two countries and to intensify cooperation between them,

Have agreed as follows:
ARTICLE |

The Parties shall promote and develop cooperation in the fields of health
and medical sciences within their respective jurisdictions, by exploring
possibilities on the basis of sovereign equality and mutual benefit.

ARTICLE II

Cooperation activities between the Parties are to be developed in the
foliowing areas:

(a) health surveillance, regulation and its enforcement, including registration
of health products, cosmetics, disinfecting agents and foodstuff,
methodologies of inspections of pharmaceutical units, and quality control
of medicines; _

(b) public health services, management of health care services and programs;

(c) activities for disease control and health protection, particularly on
HIV/AIDS, Tuberculoses, Malaria and emerging diseases, and

{(d) any other areas as may be agreed upon the Parties.

ARTICLE Nl

Cooperation between the .Parties is to be implemented through the
following mechanisms:
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(a) exchange of health information and literature;

(b) exchange of scientists, specialists and health and medical scholars;

(c) co-sponsorship of academic seminars and meetings;

(d) dispatch of medical scholars to take- part in international meetings
sponsored by their respective Party; and

{(e) planning and implementing of joint projects in the areas mentioned in
Article |l above.

ARTICLE IV

This Memorandum of Understanding will be implemented by the Ministry
of Health of the Argentine Republic and by the Ministry of Public Health of the
Kingdom of Thailand.

ARTICLE V

The Parties will establish a Working Group for the discussion and
formulation of Plan of Action in which, among other things, financial provisions
shall be specified.

ARTICLE VI

Cooperation under this Memorandum of Understanding shall be approved
and established through diplomatic channels.

ARTICLE VIl

The implementation of this Memorandum of Understanding and all
activities undertaken pursuant io it shall be subject to the respective laws and
regulations of each Party.

ARTICLE VIl

Questions arising in the Course of the implementation of the Memorandum
of Understanding shall be amicably resolved by direct consultations between the
Parties without referring to the third Party.

ARTICLE IX

-

All the information relayed by the Parties under this Memorandum of
Understanding shall be considered strictly confidential and shall not be disclosed
to third parties without the prior written consent of the Party from which it was
originated. ‘
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ARTICLE X

The Parties are to keep a close contact at World Health Organization
international meetings and any other international meetings related to the health
sector, and to exchange views on matters involving items and contents of mutual
concern under review during such meetings.

ARTICLE Xi

This Memorandum of Understanding shall come into force on the date of
its signature and remain in force for a period of 5 (five) years. This Memorandum
of Understanding will be automatically extended for another 5 (five) years unless
either Party gives the other a six-month prior written notice of this intention to
terminate it.

The ongoing activites commenced under this memorandum of

Understanding prior to its termination thereof shall not be affected and shall
continue until its completion.
