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Ministers underlined that climate change continues to be one of the

greatest challenges of our time, ASEM partners underscored their commitment to work

together to address climate change and environment protection in accordance with the

principles and provisions of UNFCCC including equity and common but differentiated

responsibilities with respective capabilities. They reiterated their commitment to fight

climate change, welcomed the outcome of the 18" conference of the Parties to the Uiy
United Nations Framework Convention on climate change conferences and
committed to a full implementation of the outcomes of Cancun, Durban and Doha,
ASEM _partners looked forward to working with Poland as the Incoming presidency and
the global community towards achieving a successful_outcome at CQP19.
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
